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Town of Lisbon Cemeteries

Rules and Regulations

No planting of shrubs, flowers, etc. will be allowed.

All pots, boxes, etc. placed on lots and not given proper care will be
removed.

No fencing or planting of borders around lots.
No fertilizing, mowing, etc. of grass on lot is permitted.

All foreign objects, such as glass and ceramic containers, homemade
markers, toys, etc. are not permitted.

No more than one box or pot per grave. No more than two boxes or pots per family
plot (four — six graves).

All boxes or pots must be kept in line with upright monuments.

Lisbon is not responsible for theft, destruction or tampering with objects or lots.

Flags will be removed when they become faded or tattered.

Lisbon reserves the right to prohibit the erection of any vault, monument, headstone
or marker that may be considered, by the Board of Selectmen, to be inappropriate

either in material, design, workmanship or location.

No parking on the grass. Vehicles must use designated roadways in and out of the
cemetery.

Loud, profane, and boisterous behavior will not be permitted.
No admittance after dark.
Owners will remove winter decorations by March 31. Decorations not removed will

be discarded during spring clean-up in April.
